2014-15 USBC Rule Book, Rule 111
Procedures for Team or Individual Request of Prebowl / Postponement
1. Individual or Team pre-bowling is permitted in the league but Individual post-bowling is not.
2. Teams may pre-bowl any week of the season but may only post bowl within one week of the scheduled match.
3. As soon as the need is realized the Team Captain will contact the postponement committee listed above by e-mail (NOT THE OPPOSING TEAM CAPTAIN) to request a pre-bowl or postponement.  The request must be made not later than 24 hours before the scheduled match and include the date the pre/post bowl is for.  Please include the date and time for which the pre/post bowl is requested.
4. For individuals only; the request should explain why the pre/post bowl is necessary and if the team has more than 4 members, why the other person cannot bowl.
5. For full team only; explain the situation to the best of your ability and include a statement that you "will not" have the ability to field a legal lineup.  (Not having a bowler is not sufficient cause for postponement as the individual may pre-bowl.)
6. If the request is for an entire team, the postponement committee will contact the league officers and the opposing team captain to inform them of the request.
7. The requesting team must wait for the Committee to return a decision.  The committee will notify the team captain and the league secretary of the decision, as well as the date that the pre/post bowl will take place if approved.
8. The postponement committee will set up the time with the bowling center for the pre-bowl.  In the case of a team pre/post bowl, the opposing team has the right to bowl the requesting team on the agreed upon date.
9. At the completion of bowling, individual must request a printout of the games from the front desk and marked for which league and date the games are for.
10. The scores must be sent via e-mail to the league secretary within 24 hours of being bowl.  Any score not sent via e-mail to the secretary within the 24 hour period will not be counted and the team or individual will not be permitted to re-bowl those games. 11. If there is any change to an approved pre/post bowl, the team captain must contact the postponement committee and request approval for the change.
12. All scores shall be subject to verification with the printout of scores.
13. No USBC or local association honor scores will be awarded for a team or individual that is bowling unopposed but their scores will be recognized for any league awards.
14. All disagreements with the decision of the postponement committee must be filed in writing, accordance with the 2015-16 USBC rule book, Rule 119, and submitted to any league officer.
15. A postponement will automatically be granted when a team is unable to field a legal lineup because bowlers are participating in the USBC Championship, State or Local Association Championship tournaments, participating in their respective Branch Team (All Army / All Air Force), or attending an annual meeting.
